Select an introduction strategy that fits your essay's argument and
content. These strategies can easily be found online and on webpages
created and maintained by college English departments and writing tutoring
centers, such as the Purdue University Online Writing Lab or the
Massachusetts Institute of Technology. Introductory hooks can include telling
a story, asking a question, citing a startling statistic and more.
