allowed its two predecessors to be republished He worked briefly as an anthropologist s assistant in New Guinea an
experience that subsequently informed Visitants one of three masterful late novels then fell seriously ill and returned to
Australia In the 1960s he lectured at universities in Australia and England and lived in America on a Harkness fellowship He
published his second collection of verse Outrider the novel Tourmaline on which critical opinion was divided and his most
popular fiction The Merry Go Round in the Sea and Midnite For years afterwards Stow produced mainly poetry libretti and
reviews In 1969 he settled permanently in England first in Suffolk then in Essex where he moved in 1981 He received the
