been underestimated Other causes which Andrews supported included free love and the rights of women dramatized by his
journalistic debate with Horace Greeley and Henry James Sr and by his endorsement of Victoria Woodhull as the first woman
candidate for the Presidency of the United States These interests together with his consequent involvement in the Beecher
Tilton Scandal provide insight into some of the more colorful aspects of nineteenth century American reform movements
Andrews s attacks upon whatever infringed on individual freedom brought him into diverse arenas economic sociological and
philosophical The philosophical system he developed included among its tenets the sovereignty of the individual a science of
society a universal language his Alwato long preceded Esperanto the unity of the sciences and a Pantarchal United States of
the World His philosophy has never before been epitomized nor have its applications to later thought been considered I have
