Junkers Ju 88 and earned a Croix de Guerre He moved to Turnhouse as Deputy A Flight Commander with 340 Free French
Squadron He was promoted to captain in March 1942 and awarded the DFC On 18 January 1943 Mouchotte returned to
Turnhouse to form and command 341 Squadron which transferred to Biggin Hill On 15 May 1943 Mouchette and Squadron
Leader E F J Charles shared the sector s 1000th victory Two days later Mouchotte destroyed a Me 109 Mouchotte failed to
return from a bomber escort to the proposed V2 launch site at Eperlecques near St Omer on 27 August 1943 He was
reported Missing Later evidence emerged that his body had been washed up on the beach at Middelkerke Belgium on 3
September and that he was buried in the town s cemetery Commandant Ren Gaston Octave Jean Mouchotte DFC CdeG one of
